Otocinclus spp. / Oto catfish
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A name hidden near the ear
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The name Otocinclus is thought to come from words meaning “ear” and “latticework.” It points to tiny openings
near the ear region of the head. Its body is protected by hard plates rather than ordinary scales, and the mouth
faces downward. The fish is not flashy, but its dark side stripe and low, flattened body suit a life spent close to

leaves, wood, and stones.

Life along South American river edges
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Otocinclus come from fresh waters of South America. The exact range depends on the species, but names
such as the Amazon, Orinoco, and Parana-Paraguay systems appear again and again. Their world is not only

the main channel of a river. Riverbank grasses, aquatic plants, branches, and stones create the surfaces
where these small catfish graze on thin films of algae and biofilm.
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Many small species under one trade name
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In Japan, the name “Otocinclus” does not always point to a single species. Several similar dwarf suckermouth
catfish may travel through the aquarium trade under the same name, including forms related to Otocinclus

macrospilus, O. vittatus, and O. vestitus. Tail-base spots, side stripes, and small details of body shape matter,
S0 species-level identification is not simple. One familiar name can hide many river-born faces.
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A quiet specialist in ornamental fish culture
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Otocinclus are not famous as food fish. Their place in human culture is mainly as ornamental fish. Because
they graze gently on soft surface growth and rarely damage delicate leaves, they became familiar to people

who enjoy planted aquariums. Their value is not that they are tools for cleaning. A specialized feeding style
shaped along South American river margins simply looks, to human eyes, like the work of a tiny expert.
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A small body with an unusual backup
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V stomach / air space - an abstract view
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Studies suggest that Otocinclus-type catfish can gulp air when oxygen is low and may use structures around
the stomach as a secondary breathing surface. In such a tiny body, there are hidden solutions for surviving

changeable river-edge habitats. This does not mean the fish is simply “tough.” It shows that even an
unassuming small catfish carries a deep connection between body design and life in South American waters.
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
